APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Motion made by Councilmember Mark Smith, seconded by Councilmember Utter, to approve the minutes of the Business Meeting 5/11/2009 and the Work Session 5/18/2009. Councilmember Hikel referred to page 30A-3, line 45, and noted the Mr. Rutledge’s address is actually in Edmonds, not Lynnwood. Motion passed unanimously to approve the minutes as corrected.
40. MESSAGES AND PAPERS FROM THE MAYOR 

Mayor Gough reported that the bid opening for the I-5 pedestrian bridge was done on April 29 and was substantially under budget. This will be added to the Economic Stimulus Report which is on the website.
He thanked the citizens in the City of Lynnwood, and specifically retired naval officer Bob Hunt, who participated in the observance of Memorial Day.

COUNCIL COMMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 
50.1 Lisa Utter thanked Gloria Rivera and Community Development for leading the historic walk through Lynnwood last Thursday. Staff has developed a brochure which is available in the Community Development Department and details this three-mile walk through Lynnwood. She added that the Historic Commission is still looking for board members.
50.2 Jim Smith discussed the Board of Health budget shortfall and the possible impact on services. He then brought up a report he had requested from the administration in February and March. Mayor Gough indicated this information had already been provided. Councilmember Jim Smith renewed his request. Mayor Gough apologized for a delay, explaining that other items had been consuming staff’s time.
50.3 Ruth Ross reminded everyone that on May 30 at 11 a.m. the VFW will hold their Memorial Day recognition at Veterans’ Park.

50.4 Stephanie Wright had no comments.

50.5 Ted Hikel reminded everyone that filing for mayor and city council positions will take place next week at the county courthouse in Everett in preparation for the November elections. He shared a section from the chapter on citizenship in Becoming Jefferson’s People to encourage participation.

50.6 Loren Simmonds noted that there is a vacancy on the city’s Diversity Commission. He recommended anyone interested should contact Community Affairs Director Yim.

50.7 Mark Smith commented that the Lynnwood High School is due to be demolished later this year. There will be a memorial celebration on May 30 from 1 to 5 at the high school. He commended Parks and Recreation Director Lynn Sordel and his staff for the wonderful park system they maintain in the city.

50.8 Jim Smith commented that he had heard filing was to be done online now. Mayor Gough indicated there was some confusion about this, but he was told that the “online” filing still needed to be done at the courthouse. Councilmember Hikel recommended getting clarification on this and putting it on the city’s website.

CITIZENS COMMENTS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Ron Siddell, 6103 186th Street SW, Lynnwood, WA 98037, spoke regarding the AFSCME issue. He spoke against the city’s efforts and financial expenditures of $245,000 to stop formation of a local union. Noting the city’s budget shortfall, he condemned this use of funds and recommended that it be used for more worthwhile endeavors.

BUSINESS ITEMS AND OTHER MATTERS

90.1 UNANIMOUS CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Simmonds asked if any councilmembers wished to remove any items from the Consent Agenda. Mayor Gough noted that items A and B would be pulled off and addressed after the Consent Agenda. Councilmember Jim Smith requested the removal of item D.

Motion made by Councilmember Simmonds to approve the following Consent Agenda items:

C.  Semi-Final Approval: North Lynnwood Neighborhood Park Spray Park Renovation

Grant semi-final approval of the work performed under the construction contract with Wyser Construction, Inc. of Snohomish, Washington, for the North Lynnwood Neighborhood Spray Park Renovation subject to requirements of appropriate federal and state agencies, if any, and ultimately the release of retainage to the contractor.

E.  2009-2010 Interlocal Agreement - Snohomish Regional Drug Task Force

Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the City an updated Interlocal Agreement with the Snohomish Regional Narcotics Task Force from July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010 in the amount of $8,392.

F.  Interlocal Agreement:  City of Monroe Equipment Repair Services

Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the City an Interlocal Agreement between the City of Lynnwood and the City of Monroe for repair of Fire Department vehicles.

G.  PUD Utility Easement (196th/37th)

Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute a utility easement with the Snohomish County PUD in return for $3,400 to allow upgrades to the existing Utility Power Network.

H.  PUD Utility Easement (188th St. W of 52nd))

Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute a utility easement with the Snohomish County PUD in return for $1,000 to allow replacement and relocation of existing pole mount transformers which service the immediate area.

I.  Voucher Approval

Approve claims and payroll in the amount of $583,511.67 and $1,128,580.59 respectively, and that the lists be made a part of the record of this Council meeting.
The above Consent Agenda was approved unanimously.
D.  Supplemental Agreement:  City Annex Bldg - Architect Services for Tenant Improvements

Motion made by Councilmember Simmonds, seconded by Council President Ross, to authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the city a supplemental contract with DLR Group, Seattle WA., to prepare design and construction documents appropriate for Tennant Improvements for the City Annex Building, in an amount not to exceed $15,000.
Councilmember Jim Smith expressed his concerns about this property He stated that he would be voting for the motion, but he hoped that the city does a better job of planning in the future.

Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Gough recessed at 7:29. This was followed by a ten-minute Executive Session from 7:35 to 7:45 to receive an update on labor negotiation matters related to items A and B on the Consent Agenda. 

A. Contract: Authorization to Sign MOUs with AFSCME and Police Guild

Motion made by Councilmember Simmonds, seconded by Councilmember Hikel, to authorize the Mayor to sign Memorandums of Understanding with AFSCME and with the Lynnwood Police Guild, relating to regular part-time benefits, upon acceptance by each bargaining group. 

Lisa Utter stated that she was glad to see this finally getting settled.

Motion passed unanimously.
B. Contract: Authorization to Sign MOU with AFSCME

Motion made by Councilmember Simmonds, seconded by Councilmember Utter, to authorize the Mayor to sign a Memorandum of Understanding with AFSCME regarding the inclusion of Maintenance Mechanics in the AFSCME bargaining unit. Motion passed unanimously.

A. Ordinance, Financial Plan Consultant Contract Supplement, WSDOT Construction Agreements I-5/196th Street SW Interchange Pedestrian Bridge Improvements Construction

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Council President Ross, to adopt Ordinance No. 2787, ““I-5/196TH ST SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS” AN ORDINANCE AMENDING  ORDINANCE  2605 ESTABLISHING PROJECT COMPLETION FUNDING FOR PROJECT FUND 321, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR SUMMARY PUBLICATION.” Upon a roll call vote, the motion was adopted unanimously (7-0).

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Councilmember Simmonds, to authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the City a construction contract with Tri-State Construction of Bellevue, Washington for purposes of constructing the I-5 / 196TH STREET SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS Project in the amount of $3,225,874.84. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Councilmember Simmonds, to authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the City a consultant contract with WH Pacific of Bothell, Washington for purposes of on-call engineering work related to the construction for the I-5 / 196TH STREET SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS Project in the amount of $92,500.00. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Council President Ross, to authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the City a Local Agency Agreement Number GCA 5511 with WSDOT for construction administration, engineering services and testing related to the construction of the I-5 / 196TH STREET SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS Project in an amount of $422,449.28. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Council President Ross, to adopt Amendment No. 1 to Cooperative Agreement GM 1416 with WSDOT for operations and maintenance agreement for the I-5 / 196TH STREET SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS Project. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Councilmember Simmonds, to adopt Amendment No. 1 to Cooperative Agreement GCA 1747 with WSDOT to include the project description for the I-5 / 196TH STREET SW INTERCHANGE PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS Project. Motion passed unanimously.

B. Ordinance – EMS Levy

Motion made by Councilmember Simmonds, seconded by Councilmember Hikel, to adopt Ordinance No. 2788, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LYNNWOOD PROVIDING FOR THE SUBMISSION OF A PROPOSITION TO THE QUALIFIED VOTERS OF THE CITY OF LYNNWOOD AT THE NOVEMBER 2009 GENERAL ELECTION FOR THEIR APPROVAL OR REJECTION, THAT WOULD PERMIT THE CITY TO LEVY THE PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES PROPERTY TAX LEVY RATE OF $0.50 PER $1000 ASSESSED VALUE FOR COLLECTION IN 2010 THROUGH 2019 AS PERMITTED BY LAW; SETTING FORTH THE BALLOT PROPOSITION; AND DIRECTING THE CITY FINANCE DIRECTOR TO CERTIFY TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR A CERTIFIED COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE.” 
Councilmember Simmonds reviewed the purpose of this levy. Councilmember Hikel thanked the voters for their previous support of EMS levies. 
Upon a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously (7-0).
