APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Councilmember Simmonds, to approve the minutes of the Business Meeting 6/8/2009, the Work Session 6/15/2009, and the Work Session 6/17/2009. Motion passed unanimously.

COUNCIL COMMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 
50.1 Councilmember Loren Simmonds asked Parks and Recreation Director Sordel to share an announcement with the public. Director Sordel announced that the Parks and Recreation Foundation is hosting its first annual golf tournament on Friday, August 14 at the Lynnwood Municipal Golf Course. Proceeds will be used for the Recreation Benefit Fund. Information about the event can be found at the recreation center, senior center, and city hall. Councilmember Simmonds announced that the police department is having a huge rummage sale next weekend on June 27 and 28 in Lynnwood Square. The sale will benefit the department’s annual “Shop with a Cop” holiday program.
50.2 Councilmember Mark Smith praised the Edmonds Art Festival that happened last weekend. He enjoyed the event with his family.
50.3 Councilmember Lisa Utter reminded everyone that there will be a parade before the 4th of July fireworks with competitions for various costume categories. More information can be found on the city’s website.
50.4 Council President Ruth Ross had no comments.

50.5 Council Vice President Wright added that at the parade there would be prizes for Most Patriotic, Best Birthday-Themed Costume, and Most Festive Wheels.

He announced that the employees of the City of Lynnwood won a Wellness City Award for their outstanding participation in their wellness program. SnoCom welcomes Deborah Grady as its new director of the 911 dispatch agency. He discussed a quote attributed to him in The Herald and The Enterprise which was taken out of context. The Herald has made a correction to the comment and he hopes The Enterprise will do the same.

BUSINESS ITEMS AND OTHER MATTERS

90.1 UNANIMOUS CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Utter removed item B from the Consent Agenda.

Councilmember Mark Smith moved for unanimous consent of the following items:

A. Resolution:  Lynnwood High School Recreational Conversion

Adopt Resolution # 2009-13, regarding the Edmonds School District’s conversion of recreation facilities at the existing Lynnwood High School Property to the new Lynnwood High School property on North Road in Snohomish County.

C.  Agreement: City of Lynnwood, City of Edmonds and NSA for Girls Fastpitch World Series

Authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with National Softball Association (NSA) and the City of Edmonds to License a Portion of the Facilities Associated with Hosting the 2009 NSA Girls Fastpitch World Series Tournament.

D. Approval: Convention Center Use Day for Lynnwood Lights 2009

Authorize use of a City use day at the Lynnwood Convention Center for Lynnwood Lights event on December 1, 2009.

E. Semi-Final Approval: Daleway Spray Park

Grant semi-final approval of the work performed under the construction contract with Buntting, Inc. of Mukilteo, Washington, for the Daleway Spray Park Renovation subject to requirements of appropriate federal and state agencies, if any, and ultimately the release of retainage to the contractor.

F. Contract Approval: Public Defender Services

Authorize the Mayor, on behalf of the City, to sign the contract addendum for continued Public Defender services with Feldman and Lee for the amount of $162,000 for the remainder of 2009. 2010 and 2011 expenses depend on Council approved wage increases to non-represented City employees.

G. Voucher Approval

Approve claims and payroll in the amount of 1,984.600.56 and $1,139,541.12 respectively, and that the lists be made a part of the record of this Council meeting.
Motion passed unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda.

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Councilmember Wright, to approve item B: Contract: Revolution and City of Lynnwood for 50th Birthday Projects - Authorize Mayor to sign an agreement with Revolution to create graphics and various merchandise for the City of Lynnwood 50th Birthday project in an amount not to exceed $34,000. 

Councilmember Utter thanked Sarah and Marcie for putting this together, but stated that she feels this is an inappropriate time to be spending this kind of money and that she would be voting against the motion.

Councilmember Hikel stated that this company has done very good work for the City. He explained that the merchandise with the 50th Anniversary logo would be available for purchase and would help offset the cost of this contract. He felt that this is a very wise investment.

The motion carried.

90.4 OTHER BUSINESS ITEMS 

A    Interlocal: Shared Fire and EMS services between Lynnwood and Mukilteo 

City Attorney Frimodt distributed a copy of the contract with changes that had been made since last week.
Motion made by Councilmember Mark Smith to recess for five minutes to allow time for Council to review the document. Councilmember Simmonds seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Council recessed from 7:25 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. 

City Attorney Frimodt described the changes that had been made and the reasons behind those changes.

Councilmember Hikel moved the approval of the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Lynnwood and the City of Mukilteo regarding Advanced Life Support Licensing and EMS Fire Services as distributed this evening with the changes by City Attorney Frimodt. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Utter.

Councilmember Hikel stated that this is an opportunity for Lynnwood to advance its own fire and EMS services through an agreement with another local community. This covers the ALS Licensing Agreement, a Joint Medical Service Officer, Joint On-Duty Battalion Chiefs and a contract for Fire EMS Emergency Response in the south Mukilteo annexation area. He felt that this was a very positive step ahead.

Councilmember Mark Smith referred to page 5, line 25. He asked how the financial information would be affected if Mukilteo decides not to implement any piece of this agreement until January 1, 2010. Staff explained that Mukilteo is very eager to have this in place. They are willing to frontload that cost prior to January 1 because their contract with Everett will be ending on July 1.
Councilmember Mark Smith then referred to page 5, line 47. He commented that the fee seemed very small to provide uniforms, equipment, a vehicle, fuel and office space. Staff stated that much of this is already available and the cost reflects half of the expected cost.

Councilmember Simmonds referred to page 2 of 9, part 1. He asked for clarification about the term of the agreement. Staff stated that this agreement would be for at least five years.

Councilmember Wright referred to page 2 of 8, line 42. She asked for clarification about the effective date and the dates of annexation. Staff indicated they would provide some clarifying verbiage on this topic. Councilmember Wright suggested adding, “contingent upon Lynnwood’s successful annexation.” City Attorney Frimodt agreed with this.

Councilmember Mark Smith suggested giving Assistant Chief Macke and City Attorney Frimodt some time to draft something. There was consensus to move onto the next item and return to this later in the agenda.
B    Resolution - Requesting Election for NES Annexation 

Council President Ross stated that this is a discussion continued from work sessions about the possible annexation area to be added to Lynnwood. A vote will possibly be taken at the Special Business Meeting next Monday, June 29.
Councilmember Ted Hikel asked about news that Mukilteo is looking at an earlier date for their annexation. Director Krauss stated that it would probably not be significant. There was discussion about different scenarios regarding the timing. The process of annexation was reviewed. 

Councilmember Mark Smith thanked staff for the projection-by-year spreadsheet. He stated that he continued to be concerned about the revenue projections.

Councilmember Utter thanked Berk & Associates for the work they have done.

Councilmember Simmonds clarified that all staff was asking for in this resolution was the date of the election, not the effective date. He asked a what point the decision about the effective date would be made. Director Krauss replied that they did not have to do it until they voted, but staff would encourage them to do it as early as possible. There was discussion about ways of handling this. 
Councilmember Simmonds expressed support for including the effective date in the resolution. Councilmember Mark Smith stated that he would prefer not to have the effective date in the resolution because of the long lag time between now and then. They should use that time to review the financials and make sure that the January 1, 2011 date makes sense. Councilmember Hikel agreed with not having the effective date on the ballot, but added that before the election takes place, the people should know what the city’s thinking is regarding the effective date.
Director Krauss added that staff could bring back a separate resolution regarding the effective date. That way it would not show up on the ballot.

Council President Ross recommended making this an item for discussion at a work session.

Interlocal: Shared Fire and EMS services between Lynnwood and Mukilteo (Continued)

City Attorney Frimodt referred to page 3 of 9, line 3. The reference to Mukilteo needs to be changed to Lynnwood. By making this change Lynnwood would not be obligated until the annexation is effective. At the bottom of the paragraph, he also recommended adding, “This provision is dependent upon the approval of both the Lynnwood and Mukilteo annexations.” 

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel to amend the strikeout underlined document as described above by City Attorney Frimodt. The motion to approve the amendment was seconded and passed unanimously. 

The main motion passed unanimously.

C    Executive Session If Needed
City Attorney Frimodt explained that they needed a 20-minute Executive Session to discuss potential litigation involving Interlocal Agreements with the City and Edmonds School District. No action was expected.

Council recessed into Executive Session at 8:00 p.m. for twenty minutes until 8:20 p.m. at which time Council President Ross extended the Executive Session for ten minutes. 
The Executive Session ended at 8:30 p.m. and the meeting was immediately adjourned.
