90.2 OTHER BUSINESS ITEMS 

A. Discuss, Deliberate and Take Possible Action on the N-E-S Annexation Election Date

Planning Manager Garrett stated that they did not have any new information for the Council. This was a follow-up to the work sessions and the regular meeting from last Monday night. 

For the benefit of the public Community Development Director Krauss reviewed the background of the North-East-South (NES) annexation matter. He discussed:

· Community outreach that has been done

· The Elected method of annexation

· The Boundary Review Board’s approval of the NES annexation

· Financial aspects of the annexation
· Options for the election date and Senate Bill 6686

Councilmember Utter moved, Council Vice President Wright seconded, Resolution 2009-14, “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LYNNWOOD, SNOHOMISH COUNTY, WASHINGTON, REQUESTING THE SNOHOMISH COUNTY AUDITOR TO HOLD A SPECIAL ELECTION ON APRIL 27, 2010 FOR THE PURPOSE OF PLACING ON THE BALLOT A PROPOSITION CONCERNING THE ANNEXATION OF PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE LYNNWOOD NORTH EAST SOUTH ANNEXATION AREA.”
Councilmember Utter noted that they do not have to have an effective date put in there. She suggested that they revisit this in December. She discussed the major work that has gone into this and expressed her support for this.
Councilmember Hikel commented on insight he gleaned at the Association of Washington Cities (AWC) conference from other cities regarding large annexations. Based on the information they have received from Berk and Associates and staff he is very supportive of this annexation.

Councilmember Simmonds voiced his support of the Resolution. He asked for confirmation that the actual cost to the City for placing this on the ballot was included in the budget. Planning Manager Garrett stated that they have $30,000 allocated, but they found out that the total cost could be as much as $50,000. If it turns out to be more than $30,000 it may be necessary to come back with a budget amendment.

Councilmember Simmonds asked about putting forth a projected date, but including a disclaimer of sorts to allow flexibility if needed. Community Development Director Krauss agreed that the MUGA residents would want some certainty as to when this annexation would occur, but acknowledged that there was some benefit to not including it. He noted that there had been some discussion at a work session about doing a separate motion on the effective date and he thought that this might be advisable. 

Councilmember Hikel agreed with leaving some flexibility in setting the date. He felt that being cautious would be prudent.

Councilmember Jim Smith advised checking with legal counsel on this. He stated he would be supporting the Resolution because it mainly deals with the effective date. He expressed some concern about the size of the annexation, financial impacts, and timing. He emphasized that this annexation will be costing the City of Lynnwood money at a time when they cannot afford it. 

Upon a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously (7-0).
