90.1 UNANIMOUS CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Simmonds asked to remove item 90.1F from the Consent Agenda. It was moved to 90.4C.
Motion made by Councilmember Hikel to adopt the following Consent Agenda items:

A.  Transportation Grant Application & Consultant Contract: TIGER Federal Grant

1) The City Council adopt the following motion:

"The City Council acknowledges that the City shall pursue transportation grant funding through application to the TIGER discretionary grant program for funding the following four City Center projects:

 1) 35th/36th Avenue W from Maple Road to SR-99

 2) 196th Street SW from 48th Avenue W to 37th Avenue W

 3) 44th Avenue W from I-5 to 194th Street SW

 4) 200th Street SW from 48th Avenue W to 40th Avenue W”

2) Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the city a contract with David Evans and Associates for TIGER grant data assistance in an amount not to exceed $16,148.

B. Change Orders:  60th Avenue W Sidewalk Construction Project

Grant additional contract authority for the Phase 2 - 60th Avenue W. Sidewalk Improvement Project, SR 99 to 188th Street SW, in the amount not to exceed $40,000.00, for the purpose of covering necessary changes that were not anticipated at the time of bid award, and that will exceed the original construction contingency

C.  Confirmation of Historical Commission Nominee - Kristopher Skelton

Confirm Mr. Kristopher Skelton for Historical Commission, Position #3.

D. Contract Supplement: SCADA Project Upgrade Supplement #3

Authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the city a contract supplement 3 with Gray and Osborne, Inc. for acquisition of the HMI Software, Computers and Related Hardware as needed to complete the design and programming of controls associated with SCADA  at an amount not to exceed $70,460, which includes a management reserve of approximately 10%.

E.  Contract:  Emergency Vehicle Repair

Authorize the Mayor to execute on behalf of the City a Contract with H&W Emergency Vehicles for the as needed repair of Fire Department vehicles, total cost not to exceed $10,000.

G.  Voucher Approval

Approve claims and payroll in the amount of $3,057,464.20 and $1,130,768.34 respectively, and that the lists be made a part of the record of this Council meeting.

The Consent Agenda was approved unanimously.

Contract: Authorization for Mayor to Sign MOUs on Clothing Allowance

Motion made by Councilmember Utter, seconded by Councilmember Wright to authorize the Mayor to sign Memorandum of Understandings with the Lynnwood Police Guild and the Lynnwood Police Management Guild relating to the taxation of clothing allowances.

Labor Relations Program Manager Itaoka commented that the taxation of the clothing was not dealt with in the contract and needs to be dealt with now. Councilmember Simmonds asked if all of the guilds were happy with this. Ms. Itaoka replied that they are.
Motion carried unanimously.

B.
Ordinance: Changes to Salary Ordinance

Motion made by Councilmember Hikel, seconded by Council Vice President Wright, to adopt Ordinance No. 2797, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2.48 OF THE LYNNWOOD MUNICIPAL CODE; AMENDING SECTION 2.48.185 RELATING TO PAY GRADE CLASSIFICATION FOR REGULAR EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF LYNNWOOD NOT OTHERWISE COVERED UNDER A COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR SUMMARY PUBLICATION.” Upon a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously (6-0).

C.
Vendor Contracts:  Permit Center to City Center - Tenant Improvement Work

Motion made by Councilmember Utter, seconded by Councilmember Hikel to authorize the Mayor to enter into and execute on behalf of the city, a contract  with Air Flow Mechanical for the purpose of providing Heating/Ventilation/Air Conditioning (HVAC) modifications to the City Annex building, for an amount not to exceed $48,608.15.
Councilmember Simmonds expressed concerns about exceeding the budget for this project. He also expressed concern about the lack of adequate parking at the facility. He recommending holding off on approval of this until they get clarification on these issues.

Motion made by Councilmember Utter, seconded by Councilmember Jim Smith to postpone this item until the Special Business Meeting on August 19.

Councilmember Hikel brought up concerns about not allowing any other council members to speak on the item. Council President Ross suggested that this should be brought back to a work session where they could have a lengthy briefing and discussion. Councilmember Hikel said he would be voting against this motion because he felt it was wrong to cut off debate when one person had been allowed to speak and no one else had.
